POLICY ON SCHOOL TOURS ABROAD

Purpose of tours abroad:

To enhance the learning process by providing educational
experiences which cannot be provided in a classroom.

That such trips can be both educationally beneficial and enjoyable
for all parties involved.

To ensure that all members of the school community, staff, pupils
and parents/guardians will clearly understand their rights and

responsibilities while on such trips.

To ensure that all parties involved can return home safe and well.

Before the tour:

The prior approval of the Board of Management is a necessary
requirement.

Tours should be planned, in consultation with parents, well in
advance of tour dates and, preferably before the start of the school
year. The full cost of the tour should be communicated to parents at
the planning stage. Every effort should be made to ensure that the
cost involved does not prevent any pupil or group of pupils from
participating in the tour.

The school should ensure that adequate insurance cover is in place
and that written parental approval is obtained for each pupil to take
part in the tour.

As the number of places is usually limited, places will be filled on
a first-come, first-served basis.

The payment of a deposit or the full cost does not constitute a
contract, as a severe breach of the school’s code of discipline may
result in a pupil being banned from travelling on the tour.

The tour will be self financing, i.e. it will not involve the
expenditure of public monies
